Guided by evidence and research, IASSIDD does not support or oppose any political party, candidate, government, or ideology. 
We fully respect that our members may hold and express personal political views in their individual capacities. However, it is essential that these personal views are clearly distinguished from official IASSIDD positions.  We are committed to upholding this mandate through clear policies, ongoing training, and regular review of our practices.
